First visit

• Borrow at least 3 books

• When you have read 3 books write the details on your poster.

• Keep your Record Breakers poster safe as you can also use it for free entry to Bosworth Battlefield and Snibston Discovery Museum with one paying adult.
Second visit

• Remember to bring your poster with you.

• Return your books to receive a set of stickers to add to your Record 

  Breakers poster.

• Borrow at least 3 books.

• When you have read 3 books write the details on your poster.

Third visit

• Remember to bring your poster with you.

• Return your books to receive the third set of stickers

• You will also be rewarded with a Record Breakers wristband and your very    own Record Breakers Medal and a Record Breakers certificate!

• Tell all your friends about the Record Breakers reading challenge and don’t forget to keep reading over the summer!
